As we were sitting in the PICU unit, we were presented with a bag from your organization. It had in it everything we could possibly have asked for. As you said, everyone carries and hands you business cards, kind of odd but it happens. They tell you things and you can't remember them. The days run together with the nights and you forget all about yourself. You provided everything. There are no words that can begin to thank you for your kindness. Having been there, you are one of the few that can share in the feelings we experienced. The definition section of the reading really helped because there were times when I really wasn't sure what they were talking about. Your path of progression is very close to what takes place and really provided a source of comfort. 

With God's grace, we came through it ok. My son is walking and back in school and is looking forward to resuming a full workout and football calendar. 

My family would like to contribute to your cause. My biggest discomfort in the room was the cold. I didn't really dress to prepare for the conditions in the PICU. I know they are necessary but they are a bit uncomfortable for the waiting. I don't know you policy but my daughters and I make throw blankets for our friends and tall seem to love them. If they would be used and acceptable. We would really like to make some for your organization. If this is not acceptable or not in the best interest of the program, please please let me know. I would not be offended at all to just support by sending money. 

I just feel like I would really like to make someone else's trauma situation a little easier, just as you did for mine. 

I really do thank you from the bottom of my heart. You have no idea how much it meant.
